ANADROMOUS FISH CONTINUE THEIR COMEBACK IN
MERRYMEETING BAY
.THE FEBRUARY WINTER
I SPEAXER SERIES speaker wa

Maine Departmeot of Manne Re-
sources scientist Tom Squires. Mr.
Squires updated FOMB ori efforts to
lesiore the varie& of anadromor.s lsh
fomd in the lGnneb€c River ecosys-
tem. (An anadromous fish is a tish that
is boln in fresh watei, spends most of
its life in the sea and retums to fresh
waier to spawn.)

Squires said. "the lGnnebec River
sysiem is unique in the staie of Maine
in ihat it is th€ onb habiiat in which all
ten.sp€ci€s of anadromous lish can be
found:" He added, "this habitat also
r€p@senis ah impdriani spawning and
nusery a'ea for the majoriv of
endemic anadromous fish sp€cies.
These include the American shad,
rainbow smelt, ship€d bass, shortnose
and Atlaniic sturgeon, and al€wife."
Although nearly wiped out earlier in
the century. several sp€cies, including
the Ameiican shad, rainbow smelt and
alewife, are making dramatic come-
backs through reduction of contamina-
tion of theif spawning and nusery
srounds, and beti€r acc€ss bet$reen
Iresh and salt watei

A comblnaiion of industrial pollu-
tion, low dissolv"d oxysen levels, c,ver
fishing and man-made barriers (like
Edwads Dam) conhibuied ia the lons
d€cline in anadromous fish population
from the late nineteenth ceniury uniil
the 1960's, Squiles said. But new fish
passageways, allowing both up and-
downstream travel, as well as signiii
cant reductions in ch€mical contami
nation, and increases in dissolved
oxygen levels-have helped reve6€ the
Ions decline of ihis valuable rcsource.

Quoting from an Anslican minisier
writing in tbe 1760's, a "gentleman
from Souih Carolina" in the 1820'e, a
local historian lrom the 1910's, and
data from the Malne Register, Ed
traced the shilt in balance behreen
nature and commerce. Uniil ih€ Civil
War, he said, ther€ was a rclative
balance beb^reen economics and
ecology, but after that aew technolo-
gies, reliance on imported resources,
and shifting values chang€d the earlier

The early chronicles believed
economic development ied to im'
provement of the human condition,
and they didn t romanticize the
wild€rnesr. For €xample. Anglican
clergyman Jacob Bailey, wdting in the
1760's, wrote of his "dissllst and

In summarg, Squirqs said, while
th€r€ have been dramatic improve-
ments in the preseftbtion of Mer-
ryme€ting Bay's anadrorious fish,
nore Es€arch needs to be don€ to
determine the long-range efiect of
.chemical contamination on iheir
viabilily.

honoi' at the utamed naturai
sutrormdings, which he conhasted wiih
praise for the "cultur€d" or controlled
a$icdtural landscape.

By ihe late nineteenth cenfury,
how€ver, tlierc were problems with
\lorking conditiorrs, sanitation and
pollution, and the disinterest of
absentee ownes, whirch marked the
€nd of the balanci bet een nahue
and comm"rce. This lack of balance
led to heavity polluted rivers, and a
marked decrease in wildlife popula-
iions. Onb recently, becaLlse of
increased pollution awaren€ss and
conholefiorts, have fhere b€en signs
of change. In the last couple of
decades pollution has decr€ased in the
Bay and many wildliie species are
makir€ a come bacli

Ed noted that we now have a
chance io resto'e the balance beh'een
ecology and economica. Th€ choice is
ou6. He emphasiied that environmen-
lal history is an ongoing imcess, and
that ihe environmental history of .
Merrymeeting Bay is still being written.

rF YOU ARE Il.rIERESTED IN
IDONATING a @Eeruation eak-
ment we h;v€ matdrials that dascr;be
these ben€fits in detail. Currently
FOMB holds tuo easemenis and is
helping four other landowners to place
corlservation easements on their land
in Woohrich, Drasden, Bowdoinham
and Top6ham. Generally, the proc€s
for donaiing a conser.,/ation easement
to an eligible corEervation organizaiion
such as FOMB contains the following
siep6:

A landowner who is ini€rest€d in
conseruins special, natural features oi
his or her properv contacts FOMB.

Representatives of FOMB meet
wiih iha landowner to answer ques'
tions and provide technical materials .

to the landowner resardins the
benelib and mechanics of donatind a
consewaiion easement.

The landowner reviews the riateri-
a!s. d€temines that a consewation
€bs€ment is the righi conse&aiion tool
for his or her needs and identifies the
corc€rvaiion goaLs foi ihe prope6'.

The landowner meeis with FOMa
representaiives io discras the conser-
vation goaLs. If lhese goaLs and the
property fall within ihe criiaia for
acceptjng conservaf ion easem€nis
developed by FOMB, and ihe orsani
,ation approves ihe consewation
soals, a Conseruation Plan is denel-
oped^ and th€n a coruewation €6e-
meni is d|afted.

The landowner reviews the draft

conservation easement with private
courEel and develop6 a supporiing
deed a€scription and plot plan. After
final revisions and collection of
baseline data, ihe landowner and
FOMB sign the cons€rvation easement
and record it in the appropriaie
R€sisiry of Deeds. The landowner is
usually asked to make a donation to a
steg/a'dship fund to support the long-
term monitoring and enforcemant of
the .o.seruation eaement..

If ihe idea of a conservaiion

comervation mechanism is an option
for you.
