In June, a directory of participants will list the teachers who ha\€ e(pr€ssed
interest in the progrdm, along with a description of their projects. Since w€ are
neadng the md of the school year, the directory will emphasize cuirent acMd€s.
ln the meantime, we are helping teachers find speakers who can talk about hov,r
their preseni projects relate to Mefflrn€eting Bay.

Through a combination of grants, Iund
raising, and the development of an €x€cutiv€ sialf position {see page 3), we wili
now proceed with our Water Quality Resources Program. The program will col-
leci and analyze data from existing sfudies of the Bay and its tributaries, the l(€n-
nebec and the Androscoggin. The analysis will indicate ihe quality of the water
that flows through the Bay, and give a clearer picture of what ar€as need atien-
hon, in the form of further study or enhanced environmenlal piotectjon. The
resulis will be published, and distributed to area towns, state regulatory agencies,
res€archers, and interested indMduals.

S€dim€nt Teating
Although mang to$ s -.. s€dim€nis in
the Kennebec and Androscogsin rivers
tlow out to sea, some settle - Meny
meetins Bay b€cause of tidal action and

, ne Lhops. lt is realonable to assume
that heaw m€tals may be concentrated
in the mudflats and sandbar!.

In 1991, the Universitv of N€w
Hampshrre and Btgelow Laboratorv for
Ocean Sciences, in Wesi Boothbat, test-

ed s€dim€nt from locations in the Ba9
and €lset,tpre, such as Boothbav Har-
bor and Casco Bag, to determtne if such
concentratiom occur, and if they de\€l-
op€d during the indurtrial erd.

Ii u/ould be impossible to summariz€
the fuil r€port,. but it does app€ar that
healy metals occur in Menyrn€eting Bay
s€diments, paniculady cadrnium ai the
mouth of Whiskeag Cre€ki another
concentration occurs downstr€am in the
Sasanoa River. Whil€ most levels are
typical of coastal sediments, a few ex-
c€ed national averagas. Boothbay
Harbor showed much higher concec
trations of cadmium, copp€r, and lead.
The Kennebec and Sheepscot €stuary
gen€raly showed higher leveis of
chromium and nickel.

The report indicat€s ihai mrch of the
hea\,y metals ihat ha!,e accumulated in
mid-coastal sediments originated in th€
Kennebec and Androscogsin !,atershed.
